(Camden exit) onto Hwy 521 

S. toward Sumter. Go 2 mi. 

on Hwy. 521 to Hwy. 261, 

bear rt. and follow the rd. for 

approximately 35 mi.

The serene setting also 

offers camping, a fishing pond 

with coquina bathhouse built by 

the Civilian Conservation Corps 

in the 1930s, and clean, rustic 

cabins high atop a hill where 

often the only sound is the 

breeze through the trees.

The mix of steep hills and 

bluffs, pine and hardwood 

forests and Lowcountry swamp 

also is home to a wide range of 

plant and animal life.

Hiking is a favorite activity 

at Poinsett, where its own 

extensive trail system connects 

to the Palmetto Trail in adjacent 

Manchester State Forest.
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
