This report giving data on performance of South Carolina high school 
graduates as first semester college freshmen, is required as a part of the 
annual report by an amended act of the 1957 General Assembly (Legis­
lative act 228, 1947, Sections 21-631 and 21-632 of the 1962 Code of Laws). 

This is the twelfth year for which information has been compiled in 
this form. The tabulations contained in this report represent the figures 
submitted by the principals of the various accredited high schools in 
South Carolina and the registrars of the colleges of South Carolina. It is 
not intended as an instrument of comparison of individual high schools 
or colleges nor can it be used reliably as such. Many factors enter into 
the success or failure of a student in college and these factors are not 
considered in this report. It can be useful for each high school as an 
index to its success in preparing students in particular areas and to point 
to those areas in which greater emphasis is needed. It is also a valuable 
index for each college in determining its success or failure in educating 
those it has accepted as qualified students.
