My dear Governor:  Complying with Section 2534 of the
Code, I am submitting to you and through you to the General
Assembly the report of the Department of Education for the
session 1931-32.

We have in our midst today a race of little children that chal-
lenges our responsibilities, and regardless of the shadows that
have fallen across our paths for the past few years, the schools
are the brightest spots in American life today.

The foundation of the public school system of South Carolina
rests upon the Constitution. Any proper understanding of our
educational development is naturally conditioned upon some
comprehension of the meaning of this most important docu-
ment as the courts have given it meaning. It cannot be denied
that the framers of the Constitution made a serious effort to
discharge this obligation to the youth of this State and at the
same time to protect the taxpayer against impossible demands
upon his resources to finance the schools which were rendering
a distinct service to his children. Regardless of the type of
this service, we have today outcroppings of the age-old conflict
between the schools and those who furnish the means for their
support.

In these days of the captious and the impatient, destructive
critics, we can do well to ponder frequently and seriously on
Edmund Burke’s reflection: “The disposition to preserve, and
the ability to improve, taken together, would be my standard of
a statesman.”

When the opportunity of education for all classes and races
declines, this democracy of ours and the liberties we enjoy under
it shall decline also. We must realize that nothing is ultimately
more important to a State than the education of its children.
